	Former Ranger Report

Here’s an update on former Olympic College athletes that have moved on and are playing at the four-year level.

Soccer

Junior Andy Manley (Polson, Mont.) is playing for the North Central University Rams, a NCAA Division III school in Minneapolis, Minn.

Basketball

Senior guard Justin Artis (Tacoma, Wash.) has just finished up his senior season at Whitman College in Walla Walla, Wash. The Missionaries (19-8) advanced to the NCAA Division II Northwest Conference championship game before losing to Whitworth. Artis was the only senior on Whitman’s roster – he averaged 8.5 points and 4 rebounds per game.
Junior forward Patrick Lewis (Bremerton High) was a starter for The Evergreen State College (8-20) in Olympia, Wash. Lewis averaged 3.3 points and 4.3 rebounds for the Geoducks, an NAIA school.

Junior guard Jodi Mitchell (Australia) averaged 3.28 assists for Vancouver Island University (15-3). The Mariners advanced to the British Columbia Colleges’ Athletic Association semi-finals this season.
Baseball

Junior outfielder Bo Folkinga (Twin Falls, Idaho) is leading the Western Oregon Wolves and his entire conference in hitting this year. Folkinga is hitting .425. His on-base percentage is .489 to go along with a .538 slugging percentage and 11 RBI. The Wolves play in the Great Northwest Athletic Conference (GNAC). Western Oregon is a NCAA Division II school in Monomouth, Ore. The Wolves (19-11) have won nine straight GNAC titles. Junior infielder/catcher Todd Dalrymple (South Kitsap High) is also red-shirting at Western Oregon.

Junior left-handed pitcher Ryan Hastings (Lynden, Wash.) is 2-4 with a 5.54 ERA in 26 innings pitched for the Central Washington University Wildcats (8-22). Junior right-handed pitcher Blaine Holbrook (Chimacum, Wash.) is 1-1 with a 4.50 ERA for the Wildcats. Opponents are hitting only .207 off Holbrook. Junior right-hander Mike Miller (Issaquah, Wash.) has yet to give up a run in three relief appearances, and has one save. Senior outfielder Nate Wallen (Central Kitsap High) leads Central in hitting with a .371 average. He is the third overall hitter in the GNAC – two spots behind Folkinga. Wallen also has a slugging percentage of .454. 
Red-shirt sophomore catcher Tyler Sustare (Bend, Ore.) is playing for NCAA Division I Seattle University (12-14).
Senior outfielder Jared Munson (Reno, Nev.) is hitting .258 for Clarke University in Dubuque, Iowa. Munson also has 15 RBI and a .375 on-base percentage (OBP). The Crusaders are an NAIA school in the Midwest Collegiate Conference. Senior infielder/pitcher Jesse Cummings (North Kitsap High) leads the team with a .315 batting average. He has 9 RBI, a .411 slugging percentage, and a .407 OBP. Senior outfielder Alex McKinlay (Burlington, Wash.) is hitting .244 with a .379 OBP. Red-shirt junior Brady Harris (North Mason High), a right-handed pitcher, is also on the roster.

Senior outfielder/pitcher Danny Hennigs (Ferndale, Wash.) is playing for the NCAA Division II University of Hawai’i Hilo Vulcans (10-15). Hennigs is hitting .298 with 14 RBI and a .388 OBP. He is 1-0 as a pitcher in relief.
Junior right-handed pitcher Keita Murakami (Wailuku, Hawaii) is playing for the University of the Cumberlands in Tennessee. Murakami is 0-2 with a 4.65 ERA in 31 innings pitched. Opponents are hitting .231 off the righty. The Patriots are currently 30-17.
Softball

Senior pitcher Erika Quint (Central Kitsap High) is rewriting the record books at Western Washington University. Quint has been a big part of the Vikings 27-7 record and #6 ranking nationally among NCAA Division II schools. She has a 1.26 ERA in 144 innings pitched to go along with a 20-1 record. She recently captured Western’s season strikeout record and school record for wins with number 19. The former record-holder was her sister Jackie (2007). Senior outfielder Karli Baumgartner (Central Kitsap High) also plays for the Vikings. Baumgartner is hitting .206 with 9 RBI’s.

Junior Athena Rosario (Olympic High) received Midwest Collegiate Conference player of the week honors on March 21st. Rosario plays third base at William Penn University in Oskaloosa, Iowa for the NAIA school. She is hitting .351 with a slugging percentage of .514. Junior infielder Rikki Picariello (Port Coquitlam, B.C.) is teammates with Rosario at William Penn. The Statesmen are in first place in their conference with a 26-11 record.

Baseball Ends Losing Streak, Earns Weekend Split
The Rangers baseball team played their first full series in league play this weekend, earning a split with the Skagit Valley Cardinals. Skagit (2-6, 9-12) heads into their bye week next weekend, while OC (2-4, 5-13) faces off with Shoreline. Central Kitsap's Allen Hewey was unconscious at the plate going 7-13 (.538) with a HR, 2 doubles, and 9 RBI on the weekend. OC pounded out an average of just over nine hits per game in the series, and played error-free baseball in three of the four games against Skagit. "There's a lot to be positive about. I'm happy with the resiliency of our team this weekend and I'm pleased with how our hitters attacked the past week of practice," said head assistant coach Spencer Stark. Leading hitters: Allen Hewey (.353), Topher Scheeler (.327), Ricky Wiebe (.304), and Ricky Johnson (.302). Kyle Doucette leads the team in runs scored (14), and Mason Castillon has stolen nine bases this year.
Game 1 - L 4-3
The Rangers scored first in the 4th inning on a Topher Scheeler (Salt Lake City, Utah) RBI single that plated Kyle Doucette (Chimacum High). Freshman Allen Hewey pitched 6 innings only allowing 3 hits. It was only one pitch that did him in – Skagit’s Trevor Swartz took Hewey's 0-2 slider over the right field fence for a grand slam to give the Cardinals the 4-1 lead in the top of the 5th. OC fought back, scoring one run in the 6th inning and tacking on another in the bottom of the 7th before leaving the tying run stranded on second base with two outs to end the game. Brad Fairweather had a pinch-hit double and scored the run in the 7th.

Game 2 - W 12-7
The hits came early and often in game 2 as the Rangers chased Skagit starter Dan Barnett in the 2nd inning. OC broke it open with a 6-run 2nd inning lead by Kyle Doucette's single that scored South Kitsap's Ricky Johnson and Brad Fairweather. Allen Hewey and catcher Topher Scheeler had solo home runs that put the game out of reach. Chris Hackworth (Sandy, Utah) and Jared Charbonneau (Bonney Lake, Wash.) pitched four strong innings of relief to help Josh Arnold (3-3) collect his third victory of the year.

Game 3 - W 6-2
OC rode the stellar pitching performance of Brett Pickett (Elko, Nev.) to victory in the first game at Mount Vernon, Wash. In his first start of the season Pickett (1-0) pitched a complete game 2-hit shutout. Ricky Johnson was 3-for-4 with 3 runs scored and Allen Hewey was 3-for-4 with 4 RBI.

Game 4 - L 7-5
Skagit got out to a 7-0 lead by the 4th inning and an OC comeback came up short in the 7-5 loss. Allen Hewey was 2-for-4 with a double and 3 RBI. Ricky Wiebe (Bellingham, Wash.) and Kyle Doucette added two hits each. Chris Hackworth provided another 4 1/3 innings of shutout relief.
Orteza Powers Sweep Over Skagit
Sophomore Lexi Orteza (Olympic High) had a huge day for the OC softball team on Tuesday in a doubleheader sweep of Skagit at home. Orteza was 2-for-3 in the opening game 8-0 victory – she had four stolen bases and two RBI’s. Jillian Stewart picked up her second victory of the year on the mound. In game two Orteza continued her dominance with a 3-for-3 performance which included a three-run triple, two two-run singles, and two bases loaded walks. She finished with 10 RBI overall on the day. Corinne Kleeberger added nine strikeouts in the second game; the Rangers walloped the Cardinals 22-5.

Saturday’s home doubleheader against Bellevue was canceled because of unplayable field conditions at Pendergast Regional Park. Olympic (3-3) is at the Crossover Tournament in Selah, Wash. this weekend. They open with Columbia Basin (15-9) at 3:00 p.m. on Saturday.
