9.  Presentations:  
Mary Ann Kelso spoke to the Board of Trustees about the Academy of College Excellence (ACE) Faculty Experiential Learning Institute that she attended. The ACE is a successful program at Cabrillo College that demonstrates methods of giving hope and renewed motivation to lost and forgotten youth.  It offers an accelerated community college program and a chance to reclaim a positive learning experience, something most of these students have not had.  This project has been designed from the beginning to become self-sustaining once it is fully established and to be replicable at community colleges and other sites.   She explained the demographics of student success for those who participated in the ACE cohorts, which shows that those students have a far greater success rate.  
Patricia Thomas talked about the SING program and its benefits to students.  She explained that the enrolled students come from various backgrounds, ages and educational experiences.  Patricia told the Board of Trustees how the SING program was started and how it is funded.  The book lending library helped about 180 students this quarter.
