WSQA Accreditation Report
Ruth Ross presented the draft response to the accreditation recommendations for the Northwest Commission on Colleges and University.   Cabinet members reviewed the draft version of the actions taken by the college to address recommendations and the improvement results.   Suggestions were made for minor changes to the wording of these items.

Basic Food, Education and Training (BFET)
Amy Hatfield spoke about this federal program sponsored by the Department of Agriculture.   Amy explained this complex program that would allow a federal match, dollar for dollar for the students who are enrolled in this worker retraining program.
BFET can provide financial assistance for college to those students who meet the income guidelines for food stamps and are not receiving Workfirst cash.  Amy solicited feedback from Cabinet members about the possibility of OC participating in this program.  It was determined that further investigation into the amount of work required to run such a program would be researched.

Student Employees

Linda Yerger reported that the Career Center, Payroll and HRS met to discuss student employment.  They are working on firming up the details of the criteria of student employees including social security benefits and credits required.  Linda asked for Cabinet’s feedback as to how many credits a student must be currently enrolled in, in order to be considered a student employee.  Cabinet agreed that in order to qualify as a student employee they must be earning at least 5 credits per quarter.
