Freshman Josh Koets earned 2nd-team All-league honors from the NWAACC North Division. The guard from Bremerton High School ended the season averaging 18.3 points and 7.6 rebounds. He was one of only two freshmen that made the all-league team in the North Division.

Both the men’s and women’s basketball seasons came to a close on Saturday in Bellingham, Wash. against the Whatcom Orcas. The men lost  83-60 and the women fell 77-66.

Men’s Season Wrap Up
The men’s team looks to have a bright future – redshirt freshman Josh Koets returned from injury to have a surprise breakout year, and Vinicius Meller, Eli Olson, and Coltin Johnson all look to fit into roles for coach Barry Janusch next year. The 2011-12 season will also see the return of point guard Cartiea French-Toney, who broke his tibula and fibula prior to this year’s season – he took a medical redshirt this year. The Cleveland High School guard figures to be the heir-apparent leader for OC next year. French-Toney was slated to be the starting point guard coming into this year after seeing significant minutes his freshman year in 2009-10.
Mauricio Modestin, a guard from Lincoln High School will also join Janusch and the Rangers next year. Modestin, who they call “Beano”, should complement French-Toney in the backcourt and will be a sophomore next year.

“With being such a young team this year, hopefully our freshmen will return improved. As long as we can fill in some spots we should be contending for the top of the league next year. The cupboards are not bear,” said Barry Janusch. Olympic finished the season (3-13 in league, 4-19 overall).
Women’s Season Wrap Up
The Lady Rangers improved by two wins this season in Tammy Helwig’s second year. Departing sophomores include many key cogs – point guard Irene Moore, and forwards Ashley Frank, Taylor Helwig, and Samantha Guilsao. Freshman Cassie Fawcett who was the leading scorer for OC the second half of the season will return, but will need to improve on the defensive end of the floor to become a complete player. Fawcett averaged 13.6 points this season. 

Olympic will look to add some size with Helwig and Guilsao’s parting – they combined to average 15 rebounds per game for the Rangers this year. Myleka Hanna and Danielle Stewart are the other returning players for next year. Coach Helwig will hit the recruiting trail to replenish her roster for 2011-12. Olympic finished the season (3-13 league, 6-18 overall).

Winter Sports All-Academic Team

Three Olympic College sophomore basketball players were recently named to the Winter Quarter All-Academic Sports Team. Isaiah Thompson and Drew Reid were selected from the men’s basketball team; Irene Moore was picked from the women’s team. Moore’s selection was her second this year – she was named to the All-Academic Team this past fall for Volleyball.

Volleyball Adds Anderson 

Head volleyball coach Beth Donnelly announced the signing of 5’9’’ outside hitter Bailey Anderson from Twin Falls, Idaho. Anderson will graduate from Twin Falls High School in June and play for the Rangers in the fall of 2011. “Bailey is a well-rounded volleyball player. She will bring needed depth to our outside hitter position,” Donnelly said. This is the second signing for the volleyball program. The Rangers will return a nucleus that consists of all-leaguer Crystal Colo, Mattie Kozloff, and Chelsea Brustad.
Gators Mount Comeback In Baseball Opener
The OC baseball team opened their season on the road in Lacey, Wash. against Green River, losing in comeback fashion 8-6. 
Olympic exploded for five runs off Green River starter Cody Hebner in the second inning. In that inning Topher Scheeler had an RBI single, Zach Johnson had an RBI groundout, followed by a Mason Castillon RBI single. Hebner, who was sitting between 89-93 m.p.h. off the mound by scouts at the game, is a pitcher who is considered one of the best in the NWAACC.

Starting pitcher Josh Arnold went six strong innings, allowing only 3 earned runs, and 5 hits. He left the game with the Rangers up 5-3.
The Rangers squandered two scoring opportunities in the 5th and 6th innings when they were picked off at second base. Green River’s four-run eighth inning sealed the comeback. OC rallied to tack on another run in the top half of the ninth inning with Ricky Johnson’s pinch-hit RBI single, but left the bases loaded to the end the game.


Middle infielder Brett Brown and catcher Mason Castillon both went 3-5, Topher Scheeler collected two hits, and Brad Fairweather had a double in the ninth inning.
The Rangers head east to play in the Bill Faller Invitational Tournament this weekend in Yakima, Wash. Yakima, Centralia, and North Division foe Everett will be competing in the tournament. OC plays Everett at 4:00 p.m. on Friday, Yakima at 1:00 p.m. on Saturday, Centralia at 7:00 p.m. on Saturday, and one game on Sunday. Everett was ranked #5 in the NWAACC’s preseason poll.
Q & A with Ted & Katie Baldwin
It is only fitting that with the start of the baseball season Ted and Katie Baldwin are featured in our question and answer session. For the past two years ‘The Baldwins’ have helped out at the baseball team’s bi-weekly study halls. Ted and Katie are familiar faces at home athletic contests – they are enthusiastic OC Athletics supporters. We took a few minutes to learn more about them.
Q: When did you start teaching at OC and what subjects do you teach?
A: Ted – I started in the fall of 1996 and I teach Chemistry.
Katie – I started four years ago (2006) and I teach sociology.

Q: How did it come about that you help baseball with study halls?
A: Ted – I think it came about in a conversation with Barry Janusch at a basketball game, we talked about how a lot of schools have study halls for the athletes. That was the genesis of it.
Q: Why do you volunteer your time?
A: Katie – I get a lot of athletes in my classes and I wanted to make sure they weren’t just doing well in my class but that they’re doing well in other class so they can maintain eligibility. 
Ted – It’s fun, we like students.
Q: Have you played sports yourself? If so, what sports?
A: Ted – I played basketball in high school; I went to a little high school on Whidbey Island. I’m a sports fan – I like the numbers.
Katie – His dream growing up was to be the statistician for the Mariners…I played soccer, volleyball, and basketball.
Q: What do you love about college athletics?
A: Katie – I love how into it the students get, and how much they love playing. It’s fun to watch and see how excited they get…their parents come, there are people yelling their names.

Ted – I like the community it naturally builds. Although for me it’s interesting because I did my undergrad at George Fox University in Oregon so there was 1,500 less students on campus and all the athletes knew everybody. That was the funnest sports experience of my life. Here it’s a little bit harder because students don’t live on campus, we have a community of about 1,000 employees and about 8,000 students. People are transient coming and going. But it’s one way to build community and it’s important to a lot of students.
Q: What have you learned from OC athletes since being involved with study halls and getting to know our athletes on a more personal level? 
A: Katie – I learned that Ted’s always worried that I’m going to get kicked out (of the home games).
Ted – Athletes are like other students, some are good students, some are bad students. Some only do work when they have to, some are the kind that will help others. They need a safey net, they need someone to be there when they have questions, to go to for advice. Whether it’s a regular student or an athlete, being a safety net is a fun part of the job, helping them get on the right path.
Q: Tell us something about you that we don’t already know.
A: Ted – I taught in Africa for a year and the year I taught in Uganda the high school was mostly a boarding school. Those kids in their free time would play soccer and the girls would play net ball, which is kind of like a British version of basketball. What was weird about that experience is – we would always play teachers against students on weekends – the other kids who weren’t on the soccer team would root for the teachers. That would never happen in America. That was an interesting experience.
Katie – I sing!

So national anthem at one of next year’s home games?
A: Sure. I can’t beat Vai (volleyball player Toefo’l Joyce Vaiaga’e who also sings) though.
