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	Delicino First OC Track Champion 

The Olympic College track team has now officially arrived, that is, thanks to Jeremy Delicino and Michelle Glass. The first year program crowned a champion, a runner-up, and two sixth-place finishers. Jeremy Delicino won the men’s 10,000 meter run with a time of 32:57.42. In the last lap Delicino sprinted to a  62-second lap to come from 20 meters behind, taking the top spot. Delicino, also a member of the cross country team this past fall, is the first NWAACC Champion for the young track program. Michelle Glass took home second place in the high jump with a jump of 5 feet 2.25 inches. Glass’s points at the meet for her jump were the first for a female track athlete at Olympic College in 30 years. These are huge accomplishments for both athletes. 
Irene Moore finished 6th in the 400 meter hurdles after battling through injuries the past few weeks, and Taylor Person was 6th in the triple jump with a 33 foot, 9.5 inch leap.
Although the track program is new and has gone through a myriad of roster fluctuations throughout the season, the program looks to have a bright future under Daryl Schruhl’s leadership. The coach was very pleased not only with the Rangers showing in Spokane, but in the overall development of the program this spring. The Rangers had 12 athletes compete in 12 different events at the championships.
Softball Wins One Before Being Knocked Out
The Olympic College softball team wrapped up their season in Portland, Ore. at the NWAACC Softball Championships. In the first day of the tourney, the Rangers upset the Pierce Raiders in the opener 6-1 behind the strong pitching by Corinne Kleeberger (West Seattle). Kleeberger threw a one-hitter and Jessica Klump had a two-run home run in the first inning to set the tone for Olympic. OC did not have the same luck in game two, falling to eventual third-place finisher Wenatchee Valley 1-0. Lexi Orteza went 3-for-6 overall against the two teams. The Rangers were then eliminated by Spokane 3-0 on Saturday. Four Ranger hits were not enough. Spokane struck for three runs in the ninth inning breaking a scoreless tie. OC finished the season 15-17 and has a strong group of freshmen returning for next year.
Men’s Golf Takes Home 3rd at NWAACC’s
The men’s golf team took home the third place trophy at the NWAACC Golf Championships in Tri-Cities, Wash. As a team Olympic shot 310-307-617 in the two-day tournament. Joey McNelis (Peninsula) was the top men’s finisher (75-74-149), and Eric Anderson (Central Kitsap) was close behind with a 82-73-155. There were ten total teams competing.
The women placed 5th overall on the women’s side of the post-season tournament. Olympic shot 271-289-560. Breanne Toigo (Gig Harbor) was the top women’s finisher (86-90-176).
Baseball & Softball All-Leaguers
Baseball

Local freshman Allen Hewey (Central Kitsap), a right-handed pitcher and third baseman, was named to the 2nd-team North Region team as a utility player. Hewey led the Rangers in ERA (2.72) and batting average (.317), to go along with two complete games and four homeruns. Freshman Kyle Doucette (Chimacum) was a 2nd-team North Region outfielder. The speedy outfielder had 16 stolen bases, scored 20 runs, and hit .310 on the year. Sophomore Mason Castillon (Paukalani, Hawaii) received the gold glove award for the North Region at the catching position – he threw out a remarkable 61% of runners who attempted to steal on him.

Sophomore Lexi Orteza (Olympic) was named to the 1st-team North Region all-league team as a second baseman. Orteza, who will be taking her game to Western Oregon next fall, hit .436 with 6 doubles and 10 RBI. Freshman Bridjet Box (South Kitsap) joined Orteza as a first-team selection. Box, a third baseman, hit .380 and led the Rangers with an impressive 32 RBI. Jessica Klump – another Olympic High School product – garnered 2nd-team all league honors at shortsop. Klump led the team in average at .456 and also doubles (9). All three players are from the Kitsap Peninsula.
Seven More Rangers Added to the Fold
The NWAACC’s letter of intent releases on May 19th and June 1st added seven more future Rangers to OC’s athletic programs. Men’s basketball signed three players – Qui Jan Otis from Olympic High School, Tyree Bagley from Kent-Meridian High School, and Michael Mack, the “Big Package” from Cleveland High School. Associate head coach Julius Johnson gave some insights about the trio. “Qui will be a dependable guy. He’s a good athlete and has spirit, energy, and high sportsmanship. He’s undersized but plays big…Tyree is a natural point guard and will compete…Mack is 6’7’’, 340. He will bring stability to our interior. He has great hands, is a good passer, and has a high basketball IQ,” Johnson said. Mack is the former high school teammate of current Ranger guard Cartiea French-Toney.
Softball signed Port Angeles high school pitcher Stacy Webb, who was a 1st-team Olympic League selection this spring. The baseball team added two outfielders – Jace Feldmeier from Tumwater High School and Josh Kreifels from Central Kitsap – and another catcher, Alex Tuman from Wilson High School. Head coach Ryan Parker about Feldmeier: “He has good speed, a plus arm, and will look to compete for a starting spot in the outfield next year.”
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
