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The purpose of this policy is to help maintain an environment which is consistent with mutual respect for the sensitivities of faculty, staff, and students.  It is the intention of Facilities Services to minimize damage to buildings and grounds by adhering to a procedure, which provides for the removal of graffiti within a 24 hour period.  
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TITLE: Graffiti Removal Procedures
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I.
Definitions 

A.
Graffiti:  markings, as initials, slogans, or drawings written, spray-painted, or sketched on a sidewalk, wall of a building or public restroom, or the like.  Content severity can vary.  
B.
Benign:  markings not specifically targeting a certain person, population, or belief system.  An example would be a heart with an arrow through it with no name associated with it.  

C.
Offensive:  markings specifically targeting a certain person, population, or belief system in a manner that is intended to cause political, social, or emotional unrest.  These markings can include racial epithets or gang symbols.  
II.
Removing Graffiti 
All College personnel and students should notify Security and Facilities immediately upon seeing graffiti on any of the three campus locations.  
A. Security will take pictures, write a report, and enter the incident into the Security log.  Depending on the nature of the graffiti, the below steps should be taken.  
B. Benign Graffiti: 

1. Security will call Facilities Services to make sure that they are aware of the presence of the graffiti and its location.  
2. Facilities Services will remove the markings or paint over the markings within a 24 hour period.  
C. Offensive Graffiti: 

1. Security will lock the area so that no College personnel or students can gain access.  
2. The Bremerton Police Department (BPD) will be called to investigate the situation.  The BPD will tell us whether or not the area needs to remain locked or if we can clean/remove/paint over the graffiti in place.  
3. If we are told that we can clean/remove/paint over the graffiti in place, Facilities Services will do so within a 24 hour period.  
4. If we are told that it needs to remain locked, Security will keep it locked until the BPD determines that it is safe to unlock.  Immediately upon unlocking, Facilities Services will clean/remove/paint over the graffiti within a 24 hour period.  
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
