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	Moore Top Finisher in Hurdles at Peyton Meet
On Saturday March 26th the OC Distance Track team competed in their second meet of the season at the University of Puget Sound’s Peyton Scoring Meet. Sophomore Irene Moore captured a first place finish in the women’s 400 meter hurdles with a time of 1:10.33.  She also placed second in the women’s 400 meter dash (1:02.95). Sophomore Ashley Frank was third in the 400 meter dash (1:03.79). The women’s 4x400 meter relay team was 4th overall (4:27.36). Moore, Frank, Taylor Person and Rachel Feiring are members of the relay team.
Michelle Glass was fourth in the women’s high jump with a 4’9’’ inch mark and Jeremy Delicino ran to a second place finish in the men’s 5,000 meter run with a time of 15:57.41. Saint Martin’s University, Pacific Lutheran University, and the University of Puget Sound also participated in the meet. 
This past Saturday track was at the J.D. Shotwell Invitational in Tacoma, Wash. Andrew Crock was fourth in the 800 meter run (2:01.45). The men were 9th overall; the women were 10th. Coach Daryl Schruhl is pleased with how the track teams have started the season. “We continue to show strong improvements lead by Michelle Glass who qualified for the NWAACC Championship meet,” said Schruhl. Glass had a 4’10.5’’ mark in the high jump. Rachel Feiring and Irene Moore also improved their marks in the 800 and 400 intermediate hurdles respectively. For the men, Andrew Crock ran bests in the 400 and 800 runs and anchored the 4x400 team to a come-from-behind first place heat win. Jeremy Delicino and Brenden Schruhl also improved marks in the 800 and 1500. 
Baseball Begins League Play

The OC Baseball team began league play on Sunday hosting Douglas College from British Columbia. Saturday’s games in New Westminster, B.C. were rained out. The Rangers have been floundering as of late. After losses to Douglas Sunday, 1-0 and 7-3, OC’s losing streak has now reached eight games. Freshman Allen Hewey (Central Kitsap) was the tough-luck loser on the mound in game one. He only gave up one earned run in just over five innings of work. 
One of the biggest problems lately has been the offense’s inability to come up with hits with runners in scoring position. In the two games against Pierce (15-3) last Wednesday, Olympic was a dismal 1-17 with runners in scoring position.  Pierce won two tight contests 3-2 and 6-2.
Tacoma (9-3) left-hander Andrew Olson, a Seattle University signee, shut down the Rangers in game one on Saturday, March 26th. OC was only down 1-0 in the 5th inning when the Titans got a grand slam from Brandon Johnson. An infield error earlier in the inning came before the home run. The Rangers battled in game two, but lost 5-1.

Topher Scheeler and Jamie Morgan have been bright spots for the Rangers offensively. Scheeler is hitting .371 and Morgan has upped his average to .314. Freshmen pitchers Jared Charbonneau (3.52 ERA) and Chris Hackworth (2.35 ERA) have also performed well out of the bullpen of late.
Saturday’s rainout at Douglas was originally rescheduled for Monday in Canada but was canceled yesterday. The Rangers will make up the league games later this season. OC (0-2 league, 3-11-1 overall) will look to get their first win in league play next Saturday against Skagit Valley. 

The baseball team has had five games canceled because of rain.

OC Softball got their first win of the season on March 29th at Douglas College in an NWAACC North Division league game. Freshman Jillian Stewart (1-0) got the win on the mound as the Rangers slugged out ten hits in a 10-5 victory. Douglas won the first game 10-2; OC assisted the Royals by committing six errors.
